Enterprising Students Raise Funds for Isabel Hospice

Pupils from Haileybury Turnford School in Waltham Cross, raised over £526 for local charity Isabel Hospice. The 73 year 11 students, studying GCSE Business and Enterprise were split into 17 groups and set up and ran an enterprise which would account for 50% of their overall grade in the subject.

Linda Clarke, Head of Business Studies at the school said “The support from all the departments across the school was excellent. The Enterprise events which took place throughout of April and May and included a sweets stall with the sweets sourced and packaged by the pupils, the sale of freshly made milkshakes and cakes, a football tournament, sumo football and a “Soak the Teacher” sponge throw event. It was not easy trying to balance exam pressures with the responsivity of planning, implementing and running an enterprise event. They all did very well.”
